· To review and decide whether TUE applications for athletes are appropiate.  
· To review TUE decisions made by other bodies to determine if an appeal should be made. 

The Terms of Reference for the committee is formed under the principles of WWR Bylaw 6 – Standing Committees (specifically section 10).

Specific qualifications
· Must be a qualified medical practitioner 
· Must be fluent in English
· Must have regular access to email and able to react promptly to TUE requests 
· Demonstrate knowledge of doping control in sport and the banned substance list (available at https://www.wada-ama.org/en )
· Members should have some experience in the care and treatment of Athletes
· Knowledge of clinical, sports and exercise medicine



General Requirements   
· If willing to act as Chair, then demonstrate, experience/skill in chairing bodies and meetings.
· Expertise in the treatment of Athletes with physical impairments is an asset. 
· Members must make all decisions with absolute impartiality in the best interest of athletes, sport and the organisation   
· Must declare any potential conflict of interest and not act in association with any national or vested interest   
· Must not abuse their positions or capacity in obtaining advantages or benefits   
· Must have no association with any agencies or persons that are inconsistent with the principles of WWR and its values,
· Shall adhere to the WWR Code of Conduct (Regulation 4 – Appendix 1 Code of Conduct)
